Set Subject:      Lights Camera Action..  
Definition: This competition celebrates the cinematic magic of everyday life. From quiet, heartfelt moments to high-
energy adventures, photographers are invited to capture the movement, emotion, and drama that unfold beyond the 
stage. Whether it’s the joy of a child’s first steps, the dedication of a farmer at sunrise, or the spirit of a community 
event, each photograph should tell a story—one that reflects the action and rhythm of real life. 

Rules 
1. Name, phone number and title of print MUST be on the back of the photo 
2. Any Image must have been taken photographically within the last 3 years. 
3. Must be the work of the photographer. 
4. All photographs must be matted in accordance to Mat Size. 
5. Must not use non photographic elements such as graphic, text or clip art. 
6. No personal names or watermarks to appear on any photographic image. 
7. Photos that portray or otherwise include inappropriate and/or offensive content including provocative, 

nudity, violence, human rights /animal rights or deemed to be contrary to the law will be immediately 
discarded. 

8. Definitions:  
a. Monochrome - Any photograph containing shades of only one colour.  If toning is carried out, it must be 

over the total photograph - partial toning and/or the addition of one extra colour is not acceptable as a 
monochrome section. 

b. Colour - Any photograph that is not monochrome.  It includes a monochrome photograph that has been 
partially toned or had colour added. 

c. People/Portrait - A photograph of a person or persons that may range from a head study to full body 
length.  This section includes candid photographs and formal portraits 

d. Landscape./Seascape - A landscape is a photograph of natural scenery with land and sky based elements 
displayed in a pictorial fashion.  It may include evidence of man, people, animals, even part of the sea if 
none of these additional elements dominate the photograph.   

e. Nature - Nature photography focuses on landscapes, wildlife and plant life as they are found in their 
natural environment. Photographs of nature provides glimpses of animals, forests or mountains that 
may not be seen in person. Many nature photographers try to educate people about the beauty of 
nature, often with the hope that more people will be inspired to help the environment.
